New e-learning Course- AQAP 2070 Mutual GQA Process (AQAP)

This course will give students, who have little or no experience of Government Quality Assurance (GQA) a practitioner level knowledge and understanding of the subject. By the end of this course students will be familiar with the concepts of Government Quality Assurance, how to request GQA, an understanding of how GQA surveillance is provided, the GQA supporting processes, and how and when these are implemented.





The on-line course uses an interactive format combined with practical examples providing a varied learning experience. The course content is designed for students of all levels to learn at a pace suited to them, ranging from an estimated 3hrs study time for an experienced student and up to 1 day for more novice students.
